SECURE PASSWORD STORAGE

All versions of Mac OS X have a system called
Keychain to store passwords. You can open up
the Keychain Access program from your Utilities
folder to see just what!ls being stored, and to
manually maintain the database. One particularly
useful feature in Keychain Access is the ability to
look up forgotten passwords.

It is the Keychain system that remembers the
passwords used by iChat, Mail, and many network
services. Until recently, when | needed to retrieve
a forgotten password, | would locate the item in
Keychain Access, double-click it, click the Show
Password button, enter my password, and copy
the password from there. You can save a few
steps by just control-clicking (or right clicking) on
the item and selecting “Copy Password to Clip-
board.” Just enter your computer!s password, and
paste the password where it needs to go.

Keychain Access is also a great place to store
secure notes. They function pretty much like the
Stickies so many of us know and love, but these
are password-protected.

The Web has made it easy to connect with
other people. You can be friends with
someone halfway around the world. And you
can reconnect with long lost friends. Finding
those people can be a challenge. You may
bumble into someone on Facebook. But what
if you have a specific person in mind? That's
like finding a needle in a haystack. That is, un-
less you use the right tools.

Here are some to look at:
Yahoo! People Search—Yahoo! has always
been a reliable search engine. But its People

Search is made for finding people specifically.
You find listed phone numbers and addresses. If
you already have a phone number, you can do a
reverse lookup. You can even search for e-mail
addresses using a first and last name.

PeekYou—Most people connect online through
social-networking sites. There are dozens,
including Facebook, MySpace, LinkedIn and
Twitter. How do you know where to start? Here
you can search them all at once. You'll also get
results from blogs, news stories and Wikipedia.

CVgadget—It's hard to know how to start
searching for someone. Well, a name is a good
place to start. CVgadget is easy to use. Enter
first and last names. It'll search Google for
images, video, documents, blogs and more. It
will also search most popular social-networking
sites.™

Pipl—This site claims to be the most
comprehensive people search available. It
searches the deep Web. These are public
records, store profiles and membership
directories. Some results may seem obscure.
But they may be the most accurate.”

Radaris—This finds accurate results from
Google and Facebook. You only have to enter a
name and state. But you'll also get possible
aliases, relatives and address history. Some of
this information links to background-checking
services. These are not free. But if you need
them, it's handy.

FREE GENEALOGY
RESEARCH TUTUORIALS

Genealogy can be a rewarding hobby. There
are always interesting things to discover about
one's family tree. In my case, | didn't even
think about genealogy as a hobby. | just
wanted to find out about my immediate family
as far back as my grandparents. Whatever
your reason for searching, you just have to be
patient, persistent, and willing_to search. Of
course, that's often easier said than done.
Beyond a certain point, information can be
hard to find. Where do you even start looking?
There are many places to search. Just think
about the internet as a huge filing cabinet and
remember that people created these files, and
they filed the information in many different
ways. Searching is like putting a puzzle to-
gether. | searched off and on from 1980-1999
before finding my father's family. Though | had
known my grandparents, aunts, uncles, and
several cousins as a child, | had no contact
with any of them since before my father died in
New York when | was 6 1/2 years old. | never
knew my mother's family at all. | knew their last
name, and her brothers' and sisters' names
and ages in reference to herself. All | knew
about Mother's parents was that my grand-
mother was born in Kiev, Russia. Though my
mother was the third child in the family, she
was the first of six to be born in the U.S.

That is why Family Search created its online
research classes. These classes introduce the
best places to look for finding ancestry
information. The classes are even country
specific. That is helpful for people whose

ancestors immigrated."

FILTER EXPLICIT CONTENT
AND PROFANITY

The Web is full of adult content. That’s
just a fact we have to live with. But it
can be very frustrating for parents and
grandparents. It's hard to keep kids
away from bad Web sites. We often are
forced to use parental control programs.

That's not so bad, if they are easy to
use. ProCon Latte (addons.mozilla.org)
certainly is. It's a “free” Firefox add-on.
That means it only works in Firefox. It
won’t block content in other browers,
but many people use Firfox exclusively.
It relies on dirty words. Every site has
text. This program reads the title, body
and meta-data of each site. If it finds

words or phrases you’ve blocked, the site
is blocked.

It comes with a pretty extensive list of
blocked words and phrases. None can be
listed here, but that’s kind of the point.
You can also add words if you need to.
Visiting a blocked site throws up a warn-
ing message. Or you can have the user
redirected to any site you choose.

The program has a final feature - a
Profanity Filter. This one is actually kind
of fun to use. Create a list of words you
don’t want your kids seeing. Then come
up with a replacement. Something like
“Watch your mouth!” The program will
actually remove and replace the words
on Web sites.

FOUR HINTS ABOUT
MAIL AND SPACES

In today!s hints blog, I've got a grab bag of four
shorter hints, of which two work in both 10.5 and
10.6, and two are 10.6 only. Three of the hints
cover Mail, while one covers a nifty Spaces trick.
The Spaces trick, which works in both 10.5 and
10.6, lets you easily switch between any of a
program!s open windows, across all Spaces. For
instance, assume you have Safari windows
open in Spaces 1, 3, and 5 on your machine.
You can see all of these windows by using the
Spaces overview window (F8), or by using
Control and the arrow or number keys to jump to
a given space.

But if you want to quickly cycle between all of
those Safari windows, regardless of which
Space theyl!re in, try this: click Safari!'s Dock
icon. Each click will cycle you to another Safari
window, moving between Spaces as necessary.
You may not use this trick every day, but
consider it just one more Space-switching
shortcut to add to your toolkit.

Delete instead of Delete, and Mail won!t
immediately populate the preview pane with
the next message. Instead, you can manually
select whichever message it is you!d like to
read next.

Moving on to the two 10.6 Mail hints, both
involve URLs, and the first is more of an
observation than a hint. In the past, if
someone sent you a Windows-style path to a
file server (something like\\CoolServer\joeuser
\demaos, for example), you couldn't directly do
anything with it. Instead, you!d have to modify
it into a Finder-friendly layout, i.e. smb://
CoolServer/joeuser/demos. Mail in 10.6 has
solved this problem—Windows-style file paths
are clickable, and when clicked, they will
automatically get converted into Finder-
friendly URLs.

Finally, if you send e-mails with a lot of links
(using rich text formats), you can save
yourself a bit of typing time in 10.6!s Mail app.
In previous releases, if you wanted a URL to
be clickable in the recipient!s email
application, you had to include the http:// bit in
front of the site!s address. In 10.6!s version of
Mail, you can save those seven keystrokes for
use at a later date—they!re no longer needed.
Instead, just type in the URL proper, and Mail
will make sure it!s a clickable link when it
sends it out.

You may be wondering, though, why Mail
doesn!t show the clickable links as youl!re
composing your message. While it doesn!t do
this by default, you can make it do just that.
Open a new message composition window,
then Control-click on the message body. From
the contextual menu, select Substitutions ->
Smart Links (assuming it!s not already

ENABLE MISSING SNOW LEOPARD SERVICES

When Snow Leopard first came out, | wrote about the new-and-improved Services feature, including
what seemed to be a bug regarding which Services do and do not show up in the contextual menu. For
example, try this experiment on your 10.6 machine. Select some text in TextEdit, then Control-click on
the selection. In the contextual menu that appears, you should see three entries at the bottom of the
menu: New Note With Selection, New Email With Selection, and Make New Sticky Note.

If you donlt see these entries, you!re experiencing the bug | discussed in the original article—which
seems to be alive and well even in these days of 10.6.2. So how do you fix it? Fairly easily, thankfully.
Open System Preferences, click on Keyboard, then click on the Keyboard Shortcuts tab. In the left-hand
column, click on Services.

In the right-hand column, scroll down to the Messaging section, where you!ll see the two entries for New
Note With Selection and New Email With Selection. Both will (most likely) have check marks next to
their entries; go ahead and remove that check mark by clicking the box next to each item, then click
again to put the check mark back. Simply toggling the Service off then on should be enough to get it
working again. Repeat this process for the Make New Sticky Note entry in the Text section, then switch
back to TextEdit.

Reactivate the contextual menu on your text selection, and you should see those three entries at the
bottom of the list. You can try this trick with other entries in the list of Services—for handling tasks other
than text selection, for instance—but not all of them will show up in the contextual menu—apparently
that!s a design decision to prevent the contextual menu from getting too long. So as | wrote in the
original piece, if youlre looking for a Service, make sure you look at the Services menu too, as it will
contain entries that you won!t see in the contextual menu.
