An update on Parallels is in order.  So far so good at running  
Windows XP on a Macintosh, unless you count the lack of printing as 
a  bad thing.  My laser printer was easy to set up using Apple’s 
Bonjour for Windows. I have a customer who has a Canon iP4000 
and it was a bear to get set up and failed to print quite often. He 
purchased a Canon iP5200 and so far it is a no show on the Windows 
side of things. I have gone by his home and tried to connect his  
Canon iP5200 to my Windows XP on my MacBook. I tried Apple’s  
Bonjour for Windows as well as the standard set up provided by 
Canon. So far the best we have done is get a single head alignment 
page to print and a half dozen Blue Screens of Death on both of our 
Win XPs?  Gee isn’t Windoze fun?  On the programming side of 
Windoze so far only Google Earth has failed and all of my business 
applications have run very well thank you.

Michael thanked Dale and Bill for filling in for 
him at the Monday afternoon class at the 
Anderson Senior Citizens hall when he was 
recouperating from his operation.  The 
Anderson classes are now in session Mondays 
from 1:00 – 3:00 p.m.

Knowledgeable members will offer answers to 
questions posted on the forum.  Answers and/or 
discussion will no doubt be informative and 
useful to more than just the person who posted 
the question. 

One member couldn’t get a 3-year old Digital 
Video Camera to show up on the computer desk 
top.  The software that came with the camera 
was for OS9.  In this case, Michael suggested 
starting iMovie and, if iMovie can see the 
camera, it will ask ‘where do you want me to 
download these film files to’, and you can 
download that way.  Just be sure you have lots 
of hard disk space or are hooked up to an 
external hard drive.  You can export portions and 
burn CDs or DVDs using Toast. 

Michael put a package of unopened Pictorico 
photo paper on as a door prize.  It contained 
sample sheets of textures available.  He said 
Pictorico has very good papers.

Program: 

Michael demoed three Akvis Photoshop Plug-ins 
that will be raffled:  Retoucher (for old photos), 
Stamp and Chameleon. He again asked 
everyone who gets a new piece of software to 
write a short review of it for the newsletter.  
Thank  you, Michael.   

Ron Brink discussed a variety of new items he 
has purchased lately. 

Ron showed us a new SATA drive that is being 
used in new G5 towers.  He showed us a box by 
FirmTek that will hold 4 SATA drives.  The box is 
$500 without drives.  Entry level boxes are also 
available for 2 drives.  He plugs in / unplugs the 
drives.  His 4 drives are 300 GB each with 16 
MB Cache.  There are also 500 GB  drives.  He 
has a firewire hub. Each has it’s own cable to 
connect to it’s own channel.  He can use one 
drive for work and one for back-up.   He can 
hook up to a laptop or tower.  He needs a card in 
the computer to hook up. 
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Secretary’s Notes Continued:
Ron has been learning how to make movies on 
his computer.  He feels it is advantageous to 
use both his monitor screen and the tower or 
laptop screen together.  Put your Photoshop 
program, tools, layers, etc. on the computer 
screen and do your work on the monitor.  
(Michael has also suggested this to those of us 
who have taken his Photoshop class.)   In 
January, Apple is supposed to have a tool bar 
that will let you control each screen separately.  
When finished, Ron suggests storing on a DVD 
(as data backup and/or storage), and then re-
editing to make a movie.  (Something about a 
DVD having a different CODEX than a movie.)  
Other suggestions are to proof in direct 
sunlight, and to buy your screen and computer 
together so you can get AppleCare that covers 
both.  Check out the Dell 24” monitor that is 
true digital. 

Ron showed us his new 17” MacBook Pro.  It 
has a dedicated mike above the camera and a 
dedicated head set that allows you to edit.  Be 
sure to check that your mike is on or off.  
Thank you, Ron.

Save Internet Freedom, Support Net Neutrality

I was a speaker at a press conference today in 
support of net neutrality.  We joined a coalition of 
groups to lobby Vermont Senator Jeffords to 
actively support net neutrality in the 
telecommunications bill coming up to the Senate 
this month. The senator came out in favor of net 
neutrality last night, but we presented him with  
petitions and held the press conference to 
encourage his support. Vermont's other Senator, 
Patrick Leahy has been a net neutrality  supporter 
from the beginning. This is one of the few times that 
I stood up with the ACLU, Vermont Public Interest 
Group and groups such as the Christian Coalition 
and the National Gun Owners Association to talk 
about a public policy issue. This is a vitally

important issue that you should be aware of 
and talk with your senators, too.  More  
information is available at:

The current telecommunications bill does not 
have protection for the concept of net 
neutrality included in the legislation. At the  
urging of a handful of telecommunications 
companies, namely Verizon, Comcast, Bell 
South and AT&T. The legislation would allow 
these very same internet "gate-keepers" to 
charge different rates for different levels of 
access to the net. This would mean that the 
larger companies could and would pay for 
faster page-loads and preferred access while 
smaller companies, bloggers and others may 
be left with slow access or no access.   The 
internet has been the most free common 
ground for communications in the history of 
man.  A small company in the middle of 
nowhere, with some good web design skills  
can look as good and provide the same 
goods and services as a company that is 
much larger. With a tiered internet, that new 
entrepreneur might be locked out in their new 
venture because they cannot afford the extra 
fees to have the higher level of access.

The impact upon bloggers, news sites and a 
free press are even more troublesome.  An 
aggressive ISP might price these grassroots  
newsgroups and bloggers out of the market 
or even make it so their pages load so slow 
that they are unusable. The only ones 
advocating for overturning the status quo of a 
free neutral net are those same large 
telecommunications companies that want to 
make more money and exercise more control 
over the content on the net. Some of the very  
companies that could afford to pay these 
higher fees to gain faster access are the 
most vociferous supporters of net neutrality.   
Companies like Microsoft, Amazon and 
Google could easily pay to be in  the upper 
tier but have been very vocal and active in 
supporting a free internet.They do not see 
any benefit to allowing Comcast, Verizon and 

Bell South to control internet content or speed.

Switch to Tiger Continued:

At our last meeting, someone asked about how to 
make labels. I think the following instructions may 
be of help.

Making labels using Appleworks

1. Open Appleworks, and choose Show Starting 
Points
2. Click on the Assistants tab at the bottom of the 
page, then choose Address List.
3. You will then be led to the beginning of a 
Names & Addresses data page. The display is 
purple, and says Personal.
4. On each line, erase the info and enter your 
own. You can fill in all fields, or just the person’s 
name and address lines. Tab down to each new 
line. This is Record #1, even though it says it’s #2. 
You can check which record you’re doing, by 
clicking on the picture of the small image of a 
Rolodex, to the left.
5. To make a new record, press Apple R. This will 
bring you to a new record.
6. Again, as you remove the name, etc., enter your 
own info.
7. Press Apple R for each new record. Continue 
recording as many names as you wish. You can 
add more addresses any time you wish.
8. When you want to stop recording new info, click 
on Layout in the top menu. Choose New Label 
Layout. A window pops up that says, Create 
Labels. Keep choosing Next till you get to the 
page that tells you to Select a Label From The 
List. If your Label paper isn’t made by Avery, most 
packages will say that it is compatible with Avery 
Label #_________. Some will not say, so you 
might have to do a little experimenting.
9. The next screen will ask you to choose the 
number of lines that fits the largest address in your 
database. Follow directions. First, enter how many 
lines you want to use on each label. Then, enter 
how you want your addresses sorted, by first 
name, or last name.
10. Before printing labels, print a “trial” on regular 
paper and compare it with the label paper to see if 
the spacing is correct.
11. When satisfied with sizing, etc., print your 
labels.

Backup, Backup, Backup

In Real Estate, it's location, location, location. 
In the world of Macintosh (and, yes, even 
that evil other operating system), it's backup, 
backup, backup.

Your whole identity on your Mac is in the 
home folder (named for the folder in the 
Users folder with the little home icon), also 
known as the administrator folder.

On my Macintosh, my long name is "Allen 
Kalka" and my short name is "allen". Your 
home folder will be named using your short 
name.

Inside of the folder named "allen" are a 
number of folders. Five of them are your 
complete identity to the Mac.

They are:

    * Documents (hopefully, you will store and 
organize anything you created in here)
    * Library (used for a wide array of items 
including fonts, settings, preferences and 
more)
    * Movies (used for iMovie or iDVD)
    * Music (used for iTunes or GarageBand)
    * Pictures (used for iPhoto)

By backing up these five folders, you can 
recreate your identity if your Mac goes belly 
up.

But, you must also recreate the main or 
administrator account using the same long 
name, short name, and password that you 
used before.

If you need to reformat your drive, set it up 
with the same admin account information, 
then copy these five folders back into the 
home folder and voila, you and your Mac are 
back to the exact state at the time of your 
backup.

NOTE: a recordable CD will hold approximately 
640 megabytes and a recordable DVD will hold 
just under 4.7 gigabytes. Make your choice of 
recordable media based on the amount of space 
taken up by these five folders and, of course, 
which recordable drive (CDR or DVDR) is installed 
in your computer...
